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Using your own Style Sheets in Opera 9
1. To choose your own style sheet in Opera 9, click on the ‘Tools’ menu or press ‘Alt’ + ‘T’.

2. Click on the ‘Preferences’ option or press ‘R’.

3. Click on the ‘Advanced’ tab or navigate to the tab with the ‘Alt’ + ‘Tab’ keys, Fig 1.
4. Click on ‘Content’ or press the down arrow to select ‘Content’.

5. Click on ‘Style Options’ or press ‘Tab’ until ‘Style options’ is highlighted, then press ‘Enter’, to open the ‘Style Options’ dialog, Fig 2.

6. Click on ‘Choose’ or press ‘Tab’ until the ‘Choose’ button is highlighted, then press ‘Enter’, then select your personal css file.

7. Click on the ‘Presentation Modes’ tab or press ‘Ctrl’ + ‘Tab’ until the ‘Display’ tab is highlighted.
8. Ensure that the ‘Page style sheet’ and ‘Page fonts and colors’ options under both ‘Author mode’ and ‘User mode’ are unchecked, either by clicking the options to uncheck the boxes or by pressing ‘Tab’ to navigate and the ‘Spacebar’ to toggle the tick, Fig 3.
9. Click on ‘OK’ or press ‘Tab’ to the ‘OK’ button and press ‘Enter’.

10. Click on ‘OK’ on the ‘Preferences’ dialog or press ‘Tab’ until the ‘OK’ button is highlighted, then press ‘Enter’.
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
